FACTS

The petitioner in this art.226 petition dated June 14, 2010 is seeking a
mandamus commanding the Purba Medinipur District Primary School
Council to permit him to participate in the selection process initiated for
appointment of primary school teacher.

HELD

The petitioner did not obtain the cut off marks. Candidates obtaining
the cut of marks are only entitled to take the written test. Under the
circumstances, the petitioner has not received admit card from the
council. The cut off marks have been fixed and notified according to the
recruitment rules. There is no reason to make an order directing the

council to permit the petitioner to take the test. He is not entitled to any

relief.
